* The Stevens Institute of Technology men’s basketball team
went 1-2 last week and is now 7-4 on the year. The Ducks
defeated The College of New Jersey, 75-74 in overtime, but
they dropped two-straight conference road contests to
Nazareth College and St. John Fisher College.
* Senior tri-captain Anthony Passalacqua hit a buzzer-beat-
ing three-pointer from five feet inside of half court to lift
Stevens  to a 75-74 overtime victory over The College of New
Jersey on Tuesday night inside the Canavan Arena.
Passalacqua caught a Michael Baker inbounds pass with .7
seconds remaining and hoisted a perfect shot for the win.
Three Ducks scored in double figures as Stevens will head
into conference play with a record of 7-2.
* The Ducks had many strong individual performances.
Freshman forward Simon Smith had an excellent game in his
first start of his career, scoring 12 points, grabbing 14
rebounds, and dishing out three assists. Senior guard Virgil
Gray had a game-high 23 points and 11 boards, and Baker
was two assists shy of a triple-double, pouring in 13 points,
snaring 11 boards, and handing out eight assists. Junior Matt
Higgins also had a big game. The guard scored 13 points and
pulled down eight rebounds.
* The Ducks dropped their Empire 8 opener to defending con-
ference champion Nazareth, 98-75 on Friday night at Kidera
Gymnasium in Rochester, N.Y. The Golden Flyers (2-6 over-
all, 1-0 Empire 8) shot 52.8 percent from the field for the
game and a remarkable 68.8 percent from long range. Stevens
was led by 19 points from senior tri-captain Virgil Gray and
the 10 points and eight rebounds from freshman forward
Simon Smith.
* Stevens fell to 0-2 in the Empire 8 after a 60-52 loss in
Pittsford, N.Y. at the hands of St. John Fisher. For the second-
straight conference game, the Ducks struggled mightily from
the field, shooting just 26.7 percent for the game and 53.8 per-
cent from the free-throw line. The Ducks were led by 19
points from senior guard Anthony Passalacqua, and the
eight points and 15 rebounds of freshman forward Simon
Smith.
* The Ducks return to the hardwood January 13 at Utica
College. They will head to Alfred University on the January
16.

* Having returned to the court after three weeks from its last
game, the Stevens Institute of Technology women’s basket-
ball team opened up the new year and Empire 8 play with a
58-42 win over Nazareth College before falling to St. John
Fisher in a 58-57 decision. 

* With the split this past weekend, Stevens is now 8-2 on the
year and 1-1 in Empire 8 action.

* Senior guard Dani Dudek posted 11 points, 8 rebounds and
six assists as she surpassed the 1,000 career-point plateau in
the win over the Golden Flyers. Dudek needed 10 points to
reach the mark. With the game locked up in the Ducks favor,
Dudek went to the line to shoot two. Her second attempt was
good to send her career point total to 1,001 with 1:30 left in
the contest. In the loss to the Cardinals, Dudek led the team
with 18 points, five rebounds and five assists.

* Freshman guard Melissa Collier recorded a team-high 16
points on six of nine shooting from the floor and was 4-for-6
from the stripe in the win over the Golden Flyers. Against
Fisher, she repeated the previous night’s performance as she
posted 14 points on five of seven shooting and was 4-for-4
from the line.

* Freshman forward Jillian Barrett finished the contest with
14 points on seven of 14 shooting against Nazareth. She led
the team with 12 total rebounds and added a steal. The next
day, Barrett once again led the team in rebounds (7), had four
points and posted a pair of steals against Fisher.

* Sophomore center Paige Armstrong had seven total
rebounds, three points and a block in the win against the
Golden Flyers. She currently leads the team in total rebounds
with 86.

* Stevens returns to action on Wednesday against New Paltz.

* The Stevens Institute of Technology wrestling team opened
competition on its Florida trip with an impressive showing in
the Florida Citrus Tournament. The Ducks placed third of 11
teams and brought home their first team trophy of the 2008-
09 season. Freshman Joe Favia was an individual champion
in the 165-lb. weight class, and senior Valentin Riazanov
was the champ at 197 lbs. Stevens finished the event with
118.0 team points as the Ducks were behind John Carroll
College in second (126.5 points), and Cornell College (Iowa)

* In addition to Favia and Riazanov winning individual titles,
the Ducks had five other individuals who placed. Senior co-
captain Mark Bistis took fourth in the 133-lb weight class,
junior Charles Favia was sixth at 149 lbs., junior Leo
Dormann took third at 157 lbs., and freshman Ryan
Dormann was third at 174 lbs. Finally, heavyweight junior
James Roarty finished fourth at 285.

* The Ducks closed their trip south with a solid, 2-1 perform-
ance in the Florida Citrus Duals on Tuesday in Lauderdale by
the Sea, Fla. The Ducks opened the day by defeating Simpson
College, 29-11. No. 10 Cornell College (Iowa) then defeated
Stevens 43-7 in the second match, but the Ducks responded
by defeating Washington & Jefferson College, 38-11. The 2-1
performance improves the Ducks to 3-5 on the season in duals
as junior heavyweight James Roarty led the way for Stevens
by going 3-0.

* In addition to Roarty’s big day, senior captain Mark Bistis
went 2-0 with two pins at 133 lbs. and rookie Joey Favia
came off his impressive individual title at the Florida Citrus
Tournament with a 2-0 day at 165 lbs. Senior Jordan Chacon
went 2-0 in the 174-lb. weight class and sophomore Bobby
Bishop was 1-0 at 165 lbs.
