MacWhinnie hits the century mark! 100 Wins!
Senior Brandon MacWhinnie earned his 100th career victory on December 1st with a 14-4 win over
Roland Webb of Gloucester CC at the York College Invitational. MacWhinnie becomes the first
career 100 match winner in Stevens History. MacWhinnie has earned 3 trips to the NCAA National
Tournament and has high expectations for this year's national tournament to be held in Cedar
Rapids, Iowa (March 7-8). MacWhinnie said about the 100 win mark, "It's a great accomplishment
and it felt really good to reach the 100 win mark. It helps to show how Stevens Wrestling is quickly
becoming a force to be reckoned with."

As we continue to look for top student/athletes to join our

wrestling family at Stevens, we also recognize those who
have excelled over their four years in Hoboken and now
look forward to careers they have worked to prepare for. 

Zak Lenz accepted an offer, on December 7, 2007, from
MarketAxess in Manhattan's financial district. He chose
MarketAxess over three offers from different companies.
MarketAxess offers a bond trading platform that caters to
the world's largest financial institutions, as well as individual
investors. 

Zak will be working in a Sales and Training Rotational
Program for 12 - 18 months. He is undecided whether to
pursue the trading or sales as his career path after the rota-
tional period. 

He learned of the job through Stevens Career Fair and
went through three rounds of interviews before being
offered the job.

This offer came following a successful summer internship
with Lockheed Martin (the Department of Defense contract-
ing company).  

Brandon will be working as a reliability engineer in the
Reliability and Maintainability Department at the Lockheed
Martin facility located in Owego.  MacWhinnie was intro-
duced to the internship through a wrestling associate and
said, "The work ethic that I've developed through wrestling
translated to success in gaining the job after a difficult 3-
month interview process!" 

After graduation, Brandon will move home to Barton, NY
and is slated to begin work on June 2nd.
